INFORMATIONAL ITEMS

· Acknowledged that Portsmouth High School will no longer be using the Career Passport Diploma Covers but will return to the regular diploma cover. The rationale for this change is because the state no longer requires the Career Passport; and aside from the extra work involved to prepare the Career Passport, there will be a cost savings of almost $3.00 per cover plus shipping costs.
